Religion and the law – Villanova University School of Law Professor Patrick McKinley Brennan will speak on “Christianity and Criminal Justice:  Can the State Forgive?” tonight at 7:30 p.m. in the Dunne Conference Center of Tschoepe Hall. 

Nationally recognized for his work on the relationship between law and religion, Brennan has written more than 35 articles, essays and book chapters on questions of jurisprudence, American public law, law and religion, and Catholic social thought and is the co-author of By Nature Equal: The Anatomy of a Western Insight. 

In addition to having lectured at more than two dozen law schools, Brennan has served as a visiting professor in the Boston College Law School, held the Chair for the Culture of Law in the Intercultural Forum for Studies in Faith and Culture at the Pope John Paul II Cultural Center in Washington, D.C., and served as a Scholar in Residence at the Columbus School of Law, The Catholic University of America. He has also been a senior research fellow at the Robbins Collection of Canon and Civil Law at U.C. Berkeley. In 2006, Professor Brennan delivered the Brendan F. Brown Lecture at The Catholic University of America. Brennan is a frequent commentator on matters concerning the Catholic Church in American law and politics and blogs at Mirror of Justice. 

An elected member of the editorial board of the American Journal of Jurisprudence, Brennan was elected to serve a three-year term on the Executive Council of the American Catholic Philosophical Association in 2006 and the following year was appointed to serve a three-year term on the Committee on Academic Freedom and Tenure of The Association of American Law Schools. 
Brennan holds degrees from Yale and the University of Toronto, completed his J.D. from the University of California, Berkeley, Boalt Hall School of Law, and then clerked for the Honorable John T. Noonan Jr., on the United States Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit in San Francisco. Later Brennan was associated with major law firms in San Francisco and Washington, D.C.
