Winter commencement – Dr. David Wasmund will deliver the commencement address at TLU’s winter graduation ceremonies on Dec. 13.  Dr. Wasmund, professor of chemistry and holder of the Adolph Krause Professorship in Natural Science at TLU, will retire from the university at the end of this academic year.  

Wasmund holds a bachelor’s degree from the University of Washington and a doctorate from Southern Illinois University.  He came to Texas Lutheran in 1976 and was given the Distinguished Faculty Award by the Texas Lutheran Alumni Association in 1994. He was named Freshman Professor of the Year in 1995, 2005 and 2007 by Alpha Lambda Delta National Honor Society for First Year Students. 

A scientific consultant for several companies, including Pure & Gentle Soap Products in Seguin and Southern Clay Products in Gonzales, Wasmund has an active research program involving the synthesis of titanium complexes. Over the years he has involved numerous students in his research, mentoring and guiding them as they have presented papers at chemistry conferences and gone on to earn advanced degrees.

Many elementary, middle school and high school students in the area have seen Dr. Wasmund’s science demonstrations and his “Wizard of Waz Amazing Chemistry Show” over the years, most recently at the Carver Academy in San Antonio this fall.  

Wasmund also has served as a Science Fair judge many times at Seguin, Navarro and other local high schools and has been active in many community organizations.  He was a member of the Navarro School Board from 1985 to 1994 and was president of the board for two years.   He has been an officer and active member of the Seguin Lions Club, served as a leader for the Navarro 4-H Club for many years, and for 10 years was on the Guadalupe County 4-H Executive Committee.
