The program will feature a lecture by University of Houston history professor Dr. Raúl Ramos.  The lecture, “Beyond the Alamo:  Forging Mexican Ethnicity in San Antonio, 1821-1861,” examines the development of Mexican Texan society, spanning the Spanish, Mexican and American periods. TLU tallied a team score of 783 among the 44 teams, which included squads from the NCAA Division I, NCAA Division II, NCAA Division III, NAIA and junior college ranks.
