Krost Symposium – Author Keith Bowden will present the Frank Giesber Lecture at the 29th Annual Krost Symposium beginning at 7:30 tonight in Jackson Auditorium.   The 2008 Krost Symposium takes its theme, “Between Two Worlds,” from the prologue of Bowden’s book The Tecate Journals: Seventy Days on the Rio Grande, a true story of how he canoes, rafts and bikes the Rio Grande – the entire length of the Texas-Mexico border.  Bowden will discuss his journey and will examine the social, political, and cultural connections between Texas and Mexico.

A longtime English instructor at Laredo Community College and an occasional writer for the Laredo Morning Times, Bowden is fluent in Spanish, played in the Mexican baseball league of Texas, and has traveled extensively throughout Mexico and in South and Central America. 
Bowden will be available to sign copies of his book, The Tecate Journals, after the lecture.  Copies of the book are for sale at the TLU Bookstore and will be available at Jackson Auditorium tonight.
