Men’s basketball - The Bulldogs are the seventh pick in the ASC West Division after a vote by division head coaches, sports information directors and media members. The University of Mary Hardin-Baylor has been predicted to repeat as ASC West champions.  
TLU, with second-year head coach Tommy Jones, brings back eight lettermen from last season’s 3-22 season. Seniors Nate Walton and Josh Scott return as do ASC All-West Freshman Team selection Brad Howard. The Bulldogs will be without ASC West Honorable Mention selection Michael Hill, a junior, who is expected to miss all of the 2008-09 season with an injury.
