Art exhibit opens today – Austin artist Karen Maness is bringing her diverse and explorative paintings to TLU’s Annetta Kraushaar Gallery for an exhibit Oct. 20-Dec. 3.  An opening reception will be held at the Kraushaar Gallery in the Schuech Fine Arts Center at 3:30 p.m. on Thursday.

Volleyball – TLU pushed its American Southwest Conference volleyball record to 15-0 with wins this weekend over East Texas Baptist on Friday and LeTourneau and Mississippi College on Saturday at the ASC Crossover Tournament at LeTourneau University.

TLU produced a 6-0 record in the two ASC Crossover tournaments against ASC East Division opponents this season. TLU moved its overall record to 18-2. The Bulldogs have not lost an ASC regular season game since Sept. 22, 2007. The ASC regular win streak is up to 31 for the Bulldogs.

TLU returns to ASC West Division action with a 6 p.m. road game Tuesday at Concordia Texas in Round Rock.
Soccer – The TLU women’s soccer team won one and lost one this weekend.  On Friday, Kelli Layden tied the school career goals record and moved within two of the career points lead as TLU downed the University of the Ozarks 7-0 Friday at Gustafson Field. On Saturday, TLU dropped a 2-0 ASC decision to the University of Texas at Dallas.

On Friday, the men’s soccer team received a successful penalty kick from Andrew Latiolais with less than five minutes to play in regulation and notched a 1-1 tie in double overtime with the University of the Ozarks. On Saturday, TLU lost a home match, 2-0, to the University of Texas at Dallas.

Cross Country – TLU women’s cross country team finished second behind Texas State Saturday at the Southwestern University Invitational in Georgetown. Sophomore runner Sarah Patterson led the Bulldogs with an 11th-place finish. Patterson covered the 6,000-meter course in 25 minutes, 55 seconds. Defending ASC champion Magan Saenz  continued her improvement after an injury-plagued early season with a 13th-place finish in a time of 26:50.30. Brooke Basey, Jacqueline Allen, Amber Lowe, and Amber Martinez placed 14th, 16th, 17th, and 20th, respectively.
