Volleyball – TLU women’s volleyball claimed a share of its seventh American Southwest Conference West Division Championship in nine seasons with a 25-17, 18-25, 25-13, 25-17 victory over Concordia Texas, Tuesday evening in Round Rock. The Bulldogs improved to 19-2 overall and to 16-0 in the conference.

In Tuesday’s match with Concordia Texas, the Bulldogs received 16 kills and three total blocks from junior middle blocker Jamie Jahns.
