Athletics

Football – The Bulldogs held McMurry to 26 yards of total offense and forced five turnovers in an 18-0 shutout at Wilford Moore Stadium in Abilene. TLU won its third consecutive game and moved to 4-3 overall and to 3-2 in the ASC. 
TLU set a new school record for fewest passing yards by an opponent, holding McMurry to 21 yards through the air. The Bulldogs recorded eight tackles for loss, resulting in 43 yards in losses. The Bulldogs also picked up five sacks (for 40 yards), recovered two fumbles, tallied 84 interception return yards and broke up four passes.

Sophomore linebacker Jack Moses collected 1.5 sacks and two tackles for loss, and junior defensive end John Jackson tallied 1.5 sacks, added 1.5 tackles for loss, and recovered a fumble.  The other two TLU sacks went to freshman defensive ends Justin Rose and Matt Crabtree. 

TLU interceptions went to sophomore linebacker Jarrad McAdams, senior safety Dwight Bonner, and freshman safety Mark Alvarado. For Bonner, the pick was the 14th of his career and his second in 2008. Alvarado picked off a McMurry pass in the third quarter and returned it 36 yards. TLU then scored on a Joel Waldon pass to Ty Palmer and successfully completed the two-point conversion pass from holder Frank Vera to Palmer. The touchdown and two-point conversion put TLU in front 15-0 at the 10:43 mark of the third quarter. 
Ralph Valdez rushed for the opening TD of one yard with 2:32 to play in the first half.  
TLU’s final points of the day came on a career-best, 44-yard field goal by senior Josh Spaw at the 4:05 mark of the third quarter. 
Volleyball – TLU’s 14-match win streak came to a halt Friday at the Trinity National Invitational with a five-game loss to No. 11 Trinity and a four-game loss to Massachusetts Institute of Technology. On Saturday, TLU dropped a four-game decision to No. 9 Ohio Northern and a three-game decision to Hardin-Simmons.

TLU returns to conference action Friday and Saturday with matches at McMurry and at Hardin-Simmons. 
TLU has secured the ASC West Division Championship and will host the 2008 ASC Championship Tournament on Nov. 7-8.

Soccer – The men’s soccer team lost an ASC conference match 2-1 to Mississippi College Saturday afternoon in Clinton, Miss.  TLU’s goal came in the 36th minute from Travis Poerner. Kyle Harper and Lee McMullan were each credited with an assist.  
TLU women suffered a 2-0 ASC loss to Mississippi College on Saturday in Clinton, Miss. TLU returns to Gustafson Field for Friday’s 1 p.m. match with McMurry. TLU hosts Hardin-Simmons at 1 p.m. Saturday.
