International Conversations – On Nov. 6-7, TLU will host three international communication experts discussing “International/Transnational Conversations on Cultural Inquiry.” Scholars hailing from Kenya, Japan, Taiwan, and the United States will explore and interrogate critical issues in contemporary cultural inquiry.  

The symposium will open on Nov. 6 at 10:30 a.m. in the Dunne Conference Room of Tschoepe Hall Dr. Hsin-I Cheng, assistant professor of communication at Santa Clara University, lecturing on “Strategizing Identities: Chinese Transnational Practices on the El Paso-Juárez Borderlands,” based on her book,  Culturing Interface: Identity, Communication, and Chinese Transnationalism. in which she explores the processes of identity crafting in accordance with the global geopolitical landscape. 

At 6 p.m. on Thursday in Langner Hall 120, Dr. Omedi Ochieng, assistant professor of communication studies at Westmont College, will lecture on “Rearticulating Reconciliation: Propaedeutic Notes on African Peace-Making.”  His most recent work, “The Epistemology of African Philosophy: Sagacious Knowledge and the Case for a Critical Contextual Epistemology,” has interrogated the relationships between and among rhetoric, articulation, epistemology, and socio-cultural contexts. 

At 7 p.m. Thursday in Langner 120, the three guest lecturers will be joined by Dr. Steve Vrooman, associate professor of communication studies, for a panel discussion, “Critical Debates in Cultural Inquiry: Glimpsing our World from Diverse Viewpoints.”  

On Friday morning, Dr. Ako Inuzuka, assistant professor of communication at the University of Pittsburgh at Johnstown, will present “Remembering Japanese Militarism through the Fusosha Textbook: The Collective Memory of the Asian-Pacific War in Japan” at 10:30 a.m. in the Heritage Center of the Beck Administration Building. Dr. Inuzuka’s work explores identity construction in the shifting and unstable contexts that accompany an era of rapid globalization.

Volleyball – TLU’s 33-match win streak in the American Southwest Conference regular season came to an end Saturday with a five-game loss at Hardin-Simmons. TLU dropped to 20-7 overall and to 17-2 in the ASC.  

TLU, the ASC West Division champion, will host the ASC Championship Tournament this Friday and Saturday at Susan Duke Court at Tostengard Activity Center.

Men’s soccer – The Bulldogs are back in the ASC Championship Tournament for the first time since winning the conference title in 2002.  The Bulldogs needed a victory Saturday over Hardin-Simmons to advance to the conference tournament, and they received it thanks to goals by Pedro Martinez and Michael Weatherby, two assists by Alex Hergert, and a defense that shutout the Cowboys. TLU out-shot Hardin-Simmons 13-7 and received four saves from Chris Gerhardt.

The Bulldogs will play defending ASC Champion University of Texas at Dallas at 2 p.m. Friday at Citzens 1st Bank-Perkins Soccer Complex in Tyler.  
Women’s soccer – TLU is headed back to the ASC Championship Tournament in women’s soccer despite a 4-0 loss Saturday to Hardin-Simmons. TLU secured the sixth and final seed for the upcoming conference tournament by virtue of a three-way tiebreaker with Howard Payne and East Texas Baptist. TLU (9-9) will play No. 3 seed Mississippi College (16-3) at 2 p.m. Friday at the HSU Soccer Complex in Abilene, Texas.

Football - Hardin-Simmons spoiled TLU’s homecoming football game with a 52-6 defeat of the Bulldogs Saturday at Seguin’s Matador Stadium. TLU managed two first-half field goals from Josh Spaw, but TLU was shutout in the second half.

The Bulldogs continue ASC play next week with a road trip to Pineville, La., for a contest against Louisiana College. Game time at LC is set for 11 a.m.

Cross country – TLU women’s cross country team posted a fourth-place finish Saturday at the 2008 American Southwest Conference Cross Country Championships, contested Saturday morning on the TLU campus. 

TLU sophomore Magan Saenz, the defending ASC individual champion on the women’s side, placed seventh in the 2008 race and earned ASC First Team All-Conference honors. Saenz overcame early-season injuries to post her second First Team All-ASC performance. Saenz completed the race in 25:12.9.  TLU teammate Tiffany Wetz claimed ASC Second Team All-Conference honors with an eighth-place finish. Wetz, a junior, finished in 25:32.5.

TLU will compete in the 2008 South/Southeast Regional Championships, to be hosted by the Bulldogs on Nov. 15 on the TLU campus.
