Men’s soccer – TLU goalkeeper Chris Gerhardt was named to the ASC All-Conference First Team. Gerhardt, a senior kinesiology major from New Braunfels, enjoyed the best season of his four-year career and led the Bulldogs to their first ASC Championship Tournament appearance since 2002. Gerhardt started 17 matches and allowed only 16 goals all season, for a goals against average of 0.94. He posted seven shutouts.
