Commencement – TLU’s winter commencement ceremonies will be held on Saturday, Dec. 13, for 74 seniors who are completing their degrees in December and seven who finished their undergraduate work last August. 

The baccalaureate service will begin at 10:30 a.m. in the Chapel of the Abiding Presence, and commencement will begin at 3 p.m. in Jackson Auditorium, where tickets will be required for admission.  At 2:50 p.m., unoccupied seats will be released to those without tickets who wish to attend. 
Dr. David Wasmund, professor of chemistry and holder of the Adolph Krause Professorship in Natural Science at TLU, will deliver the commencement address.  He will be retiring at the end of this academic year after 32 years at the university.  

Athletics

Men’s basketball – TLU sophomore shooting guard Jonathan Hutton has been named the American Southwest Conference West Division Men’s Basketball Player of the Week. Hutton averaged 16.5 points, 3.5 rebounds and 2.5 steals in leading the Bulldogs to a 1-1 week in the American Southwest Conference.

Hutton led TLU to a road victory at Louisiana College on Saturday. In that road win, he scored 15 of his career-high 24 points in the second half. He was 10-for-12 from the field and 1-for-1 from the three-point line.

For the week, Hutton was a combined 12-for-13 from the free-throw line and shot 67 percent from the floor. He committed just two turnovers.

Hutton averages 9.6 points and 2.2 rebounds per game for the Bulldogs. He has made 21 of his 23 free throw attempts (91.3 percent).

Hutton and the Bulldogs (1-4, 1-2 ASC) continue conference play this Saturday with a home game against East Texas Baptist University. The men’s game, set for a 3 p.m. start in Memorial Gymnasium, follows the 1 p.m. women’s game between TLU and ETBU.
