Women’s basketball – The University of the Ozarks women’s basketball team erased a 20-point, first-half deficit and rallied for an 83-75 American Southwest Conference victory Saturday over Texas Lutheran.

First-year forward Tamisha Timpson led the Bulldogs with 22 points on 6-of-10 shooting from the field. Timpson hit a career-best four three-pointers on five attempts. She was also 6-for-7 from the line. Timpson also produced six rebounds, six assists and three steals.

Saturday’s game at Ozarks was the fourth consecutive road game for the TLU women. The road stretch continues Thursday with a 5:30 p.m. contest in Abilene against McMurry University. TLU’s stretch of road games will reach seven before a Jan. 24 home game against Concordia Texas.
Men’s basketball – TLU fell to the University of the Ozarks 86-78 Saturday in Clarksville, Ark. 
The Bulldogs put five players in double figures in scoring. Isaac Williams scored 15 points and grabbed five rebounds. Nate Walton and Tyler Wanek added 14 and 13 points, respectively. Walton also grabbed five rebounds.
