MLK Program – TLU and the Seguin Martin Luther King Celebration Planning Committee will present an evening celebrating the life of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.  The program, entitled “Remember! Celebrate! Act!  A Day On …Not a Day Off,” will feature a performance by soloist Melanie D. Wilkinson and will begin at 7 p.m., Sunday, Jan. 18, in TLU’s Jackson Auditorium. The program is free and open to the public.

Wilkinson has performed with and for such notables as Lady Bird Johnson, Maya Angelou, Louis Gossett Jr., Nolan Ryan, Cactus Pryor, Ann Richards, The Round Rock Community Choir, The Austin Singers, Austin Playhouse, the Waco Musical Theatre Inc., the Houston Symphony Orchestra, Dr. Tom Brown with the Covenant Presbyterian Church of Austin and the One Voice ensemble at her church home, Eastside Church of Christ in Austin.

At the TLU performance, Wilkinson will be accompanied by pianist Dr. Beulah Agnes Curry-Jones, Marcet King Music Professor Emerita, Huston-Tillotson University. 

Shaaron Melcher Conoly, associate professor of music and voice, TLU School of Music and member of the MLK Planning Committee, will open the program. The program will also include TLU students Kendra Funches, Lynnal Ndimande, Katra Francis and Joel Edmunds, all members of the TLU Black Student Union, who will present readings from “A Testament of Hope:  The Essential Writings and Speeches of Martin Luther King Jr.,” edited by James M. Washington.

Texas Lutheran University freshman Samantha Ibarra, 18, was killed Friday night in a tragic automobile accident on State Highway 123, north of Seguin.

Ibarra was a commuter student who lived in San Marcos.  She was a graduate of Navarro High School and was majoring in sociology at TLU.  

Survivors include her parents, Juan and Maria Ibarra, and her sister, Josefina Ibarra, who was a sophomore at TLU last semester.

Athletics

Women’s basketball - TLU freshman forward Tamisha Timpson has been named the American Southwest Conference Co-West Division Player of the Week for women’s basketball.

San Antonio Roosevelt graduate Timpson averaged 20 points, 8.5 rebounds and three assists over two conference road games. Timpson had a double-double of 18 points and 11 boards - both game-highs - in a loss Thursday to nationally-ranked Texas-Dallas. 

Against the University of the Ozarks on Saturday, Timpson led the Bulldogs with a career-best 22 points on 6-of-10 shooting from the field. Timpson hit a career-best four three-pointers on five attempts and was 6-for-7 from the line. She also produced six rebounds, six assists and three steals in the conference loss.

For the week, Timpson was good on six of her 10 tries from three-point range.

Timpson leads TLU in scoring with 11.1 points per game. She is second on the club in rebounds per game (7.9).  She is shooting 46 percent from the field and 40 percent from the three-point line. Timpson also leads the team in steals, with 25.

Timpson and the Bulldogs (4-8, 2-6 ASC) travel to Abilene for two games this week. The Bulldogs face McMurry University at 5:30 p.m. Thursday and play Hardin-Simmons University at 1 p.m. Saturday.
