Nationally known Lutheran author and entertaining speaker Walt Wangerin Jr. will be on campus at 7 p.m. Wednesday, Jan. 21, in Jackson Auditorium to present “The Artist: Life to Lives.”  
In the lecture, Wangerin will tell of the life lessons learned as Christians grow. He will weave in his vocations as an artist, writer, and pastor and those lessons that Christians hope to pass down to those younger.  The moving lecture will draw from personal stories about his past as an inner city pastor, father and grandfather as well as from his most recent illustrated children's book, I Am My Grandpa's Enkelin, an original tale told by a granddaughter looking back at all that her German-American grandpa taught her.   

Wangerin will also be speaking at Chapel at 10a.m. on Wednesday, Jan. 21.

A contributing writer for The Lutheran magazine and a frequent speaker throughout the nation on topics of faith, storytelling, and writing; Wangerin is also a prolific author with than 40 books in a variety of genres. He has won the National Book Award, New York Times Best Children’s Book of the Year Award, and several Gold Medallions, including best-fiction awards for the Book of God and Paul: A Novel. 

For the past 16 years, Wangerin has served on the faculty of Valparaiso University in Indiana as the Emil and Elfriede Jochum University professor.
