Freshman Pearl Kafoa’s potential game-winning three-pointer from the right corner looked good when it left her hands, but the shot bounced off the rim with one second remaining. The horn sounded as the Bulldogs battled for the rebound. 
 

TLU trailed by seven, 42-35, at the half and by 10, 75-65, with 3:33 to play when the Bulldogs closed the game with a 10-2 run.  TLU was led in scoring by Jennifer Munoz’s 13. She also grabbed five rebounds. 
Men’s basketball – The Bulldogs snapped an eight-game losing streak with a 79-71 home victory Saturday over Concordia Texas. TLU led by as many as 16 in the second half before Concordia roared back to tie the game, but TLU never relinquished the lead.
