Athletics

Men’s basketball – The Bulldogs won for the second time in three days by defeating the Howard Payne Yellow Jackets 85-77 on Saturday in TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium.

Senior guard Nate Walton, sophomore guard Jonathan Hutton, and sophomore wing Brad Howard each scored 18 for the Bulldogs.

TLU made 50.9 percent of its shots for the game. TLU shot over 53 percent in the second half. The shooting percentage from the field off-set a 12-for-23 performance from the free throw line in the second half.

Women’s basketball – Defending national champion Howard Payne erased a 12-point halftime deficit and edged TLU 62-58 Saturday in Seguin.  

The Bulldogs received 12 points from freshmen Tamisha Timpson and Pearl Kafoa. Kafoa hit four three-pointers in the first half as the Bulldogs’ led by as many as 14 in the opening 20 minutes.

TLU first-year post Rebecca Valdez had 10 points, five rebounds and three blocks. Courtney Haskell recorded eight points, five rebounds and two blocks.

The Bulldogs, under first-year head coach Roxanne Long, have won six times this season, equaling the number of wins by the program in the previous three seasons combined.
