Theology/Philosophy Symposium – Three well-respected regional philosophers will speak on the topic “One in a Million:  Finding the Individual’s Place in Community,” Feb. 11-12 in the Dunne Conference Center, during TLU’s annual Theology/Philosophy Symposium.  Each of the speakers will relate a selected historical philosopher to the general topic.

At 8 p.m. on Feb. 11, Dr. Kathleen Higgins will present “One in a Millennium:  Friedrich Nietzsche on the Individual and Society.”  Higgins, professor of philosophy at The University of Texas at Austin, earned a Ph.D. in philosophy from Yale.  A recognized Nietzsche scholar, her books include The Music of Our Lives and Nietzsche’s Zarathustra, which Choice named an outstanding academic book of 1988-1989.  She has written or co-written Comic Relief: Nietzsche's Gay Science, What Nietzsche Really Said, A Passion for Wisdom, and A Short History of Philosophy.  
On Feb. 12 at 2:30 p.m., Dr. Stuart Rosenbaum will present “Dewey’s Democracy and the Idea of Community.” Rosenbaum, professor of philosophy at Baylor University, earned his Ph.D. from Brown University.  His recently published works include Pragmatism and Religion: Classical Sources and Original Essays; "Morality and Religion: Why Not Pragmatism?" Pragmatism and Religion: Classical Sources and Original Essays; and "MacIntyre OR Dewey," American Journal of Theology and Philosophy.

At 7:30 p.m. on Feb. 12, Dr. C. Stephen Evans will present “Kierkegaard’s Concept of the Individual.”  Evans, University Professor of philosophy and humanities at Baylor, earned his doctorate in philosophy at Yale University and continued his studies on Kierkegaard as a Marshall Fellow in Denmark. A prolific writer, he has written numerous books, including Kierkegaard on Faith and the Self: Collected Essays; Kierkegaard's Ethic of Love: Divine Commands and Moral Requirements;  Søren Kierkegaard's Christian Psychology; and the forthcoming book Kierkegaard: An Introduction.

Students organizing the symposium are Jonathan Lys, Briea DiMarco, Jessica Hartman, and Jeremy Ullrich.  The symposium is sponsored by TLU’s department of theology, philosophy and classical languages; the Brandes Fund;  the Cultural Activities Committee and the Student Government Association. 

“Our speakers are each well-known for their expertise in these areas, and each will relate the discussion of the selected philosopher to the general topic of the individual in community.  The annual student-organized symposium will reach back to key philosophers from the 19th and 20th centuries for insights on this important issue,” Dr. Mark Gilbertson, professor of philosophy and interim provost, said. 

Athletics

Women’s basketball – TLU completed a season sweep of Sul Ross State with a 74-63 American Southwest Conference victory Thursday at Sul Ross State’s Gallego Center. TLU (7-13, 5-11 ASC) jumped out to a 19-2 lead and never trailed in the game.

Jennifer Munoz scored 13 points off the bench to lead a balanced TLU scoring effort. Munoz, a freshman, connected on three of her four three-point attempts. Kimberly Hagan and Tamisha Timpson scored 12 and 11 points, respectively. Hagan grabbed five rebounds and recorded five steals. Timpson led TLU with 11 rebounds. Amy Doyle dished out a game-high seven assists for the Bulldogs. She also posted nine points and two steals. TLU finished the game with 17 steals. Madilyn Caran had five steals, seven points and three rebounds.

TLU continues its West Texas road trip with a 1 p.m. game Saturday at defending national champion Howard Payne. 
Men’s basketball – The Bulldogs rallied to take a second-half lead but surrendered late free throws to Sul Ross State in an 81-74 loss to the Lobos at the Gallego Center in Alpine. 
Brad Howard scored a season-high 23 for the Bulldogs. Howard made 10 of his 14 field goal attempts and all three of his three-point shots. He also grabbed four rebounds. Jonathan Hutton added 13 points and two steals. Josh Scott collected a team-best eight rebounds and scored eight points.

The Bulldogs now travel to Brownwood for Saturday’s 3 p.m. conference game with Howard Payne.

Baseball – The Bulldogs start their 2009 season Saturday at TLU’s Katt-Isbel Field with a noon non-conference doubleheader against Austin College. The Bulldogs, under the field direction of second-year head coach Greg Burnett, come off a 19-21 season in 2008. The Bulldogs have been picked to finish fifth in the ASC West Division.

Following Saturday’s doubleheader, TLU and Austin College will conclude the series with Sunday’s 9-inning game, also at Katt-Isbel Field. First pitch is scheduled for noon.
