Women’s Basketball – TLU’s desperation three-pointer at the buzzer bounced off the front rim to give Mary Hardin-Baylor a 75-72 victory Thursday at TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium.

Jocelyn Langford let fly a 30-foot shot that appeared on line. But for the second time at home this season, a last-second three-pointer miss by the Bulldogs denied the young team a victory.

Freshman wing Kimberly Hagan scored 16 of her 18 points in the second half. She made five of her six field goal attempts, including all four of her three-pointers. She also grabbed six rebounds.

TLU’s Timisha Timpson led all scorers with 26 points. The freshman forward also recorded 11 rebounds, four assists, four steals and a block. She made nine of her 15 shots attempts, and she was a perfect 4-for-4 from the three-point line.

TLU hits the road for its next conference game, a 1 p.m. Saturday match-up at Concordia Texas in north Austin.

Men’s Basketball – Mary Hardin-Baylor made seven of its first 10 three-pointers and shot 53.4 percent from the field for the game in rolling to a 97-81 win Thursday over Texas Lutheran at TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium.

TLU, battling for a spot in the ASC Championship Tournament, fell to 6-15 overall and to 6-12 in the ASC West. The Bulldogs entered the evening in a five-way tie for third place in the ASC West. The top four teams in the ASC West advance to the conference tournament.

TLU received 19 points from Brad Howard and Isaac Williams. Michael Flores made three three-pointers and finished with 11 points. Williams led the team in rebounds, with seven, and Howard paced the team in assists, with five.

The Bulldogs head to north Austin for Saturday’s 3 p.m. contest with Concordia Texas.

Softball – The Bulldogs open their 2009 softball season today with a noon doubleheader against Sterling College, an NAIA school out of Sterling, Kan. The two non-conference games will have live stats available from www.tlu.edu/athletics.  In her ninth season at TLU, Head Coach Missy Steiger returns nine letter-winners from last season’s squad. 
Baseball – TLU continues its home stand with a three-game series against California State-Eastbay. The Bulldogs play Eastbay at 2 p.m. Friday, 1 p.m. Saturday and noon Sunday. TLU will have live webcasts of the games on www.tlu.edu/athletics.

Tennis – The TLU men’s tennis team starts its 2009 season with a non-conference road match at 2:30 p.m. Saturday against 12th-ranked Trinity University. The Bulldogs, led by All-Conference selections Danté Cage and Jonathan Hartwell welcome back key player Cody Fuller, who studied abroad in China last season. The Bulldogs also return four other letter-winners from the 2008 squad.
