Athletics
Baseball – The dominant relief pitching of Brad Orosey and the clutch hitting of Jeremy Macklin helped bring the Bulldogs a 7-5 non-conference win Sunday over California State-East Bay. TLU won the three-game series two games to one. The Bulldogs dropped the opener Friday but rallied for wins Saturday and Sunday. 

On Friday, TLU dropped a 9-1 non-conference loss to the Pioneers. Kyle Harvey and Macklin were each 2-for-4. Harvey registered a double. 

On Saturday, junior right-hander Travis Staggs pitched around trouble early and held off for seven innings to lead the Bulldogs to a 6-2 win. Kyle had two hits, two runs scored and two stolen bases.

In Sunday’s game at TLU’s Katt-Isbel Field, the freshman right-hander Orosey pitched 6-2/3 innings of relief and did not allow an earned run. He struck out seven and did not walk a batter.  

Senior third baseman Macklin hit the game-winning two-run home run in the eighth inning to break a 5-5 tie. Macklin finished the game with three hits in five at-bats. He scored twice and had the two RBI.  Senior left fielder Drew Farr belted a two-run home run as part of a four-run third inning. 

TLU returns to action Tuesday with a non-conference home game against Southwestern University.  First pitch is set for 2 p.m. at TLU’s Katt-Isbel Field.

Women’s basketball – TLU lost in overtime Saturday to Concordia Texas, 97-95, in Austin.  TLU received 21 points, 13 rebounds, five assists and two steals from freshman forward Tamisha Timpson. Kim Hagan added 16 points and five rebounds.

The Bulldogs conclude the 2008-09 season next week with Thursday and Saturday home games against McMurry and Hardin-Simmons, respectively.

Men’s basketball – Concordia Texas hurt TLU’s American Southwest Conference Championship Tournament aspirations with a 102-92 win over the Bulldogs on Saturday.  Jonathan Hutton and Isaac Williams led TLU in scoring with 18 and 17 points, respectively. Brad Howard added 16 points, eight rebounds and four steals.

The Bulldogs now trail Concordia Texas and Sul Ross State by two games in the ASC Standings for the final two playoff spots in the ASC West Division. TLU must win its two final regular season games, at home Thursday against McMurry and at home Saturday against Hardin-Simmons, to have a chance at finishing at least fourth in the ASC West. The top four teams in the division advance to the conference tournament.

Softball – Friday afternoon at TLU’s Morck Field, the Bulldogs opened their 2009 softball season with a doubleheader split against NAIA school Sterling College (Kan.).

Sterling took game one 4-2 in eight innings. TLU won game two 14-6 in six innings. The game was stopped in the sixth because of the eight-run rule.

Nicole Hatley doubled, drove in three and scored three times for TLU in the second game. The sophomore shortstop was 2-for-3. Sophomore second baseman Melissa Stewart was 2-for-4 with two runs scored and two RBI. First-year third baseman Amanda Edwards was 3-for-4 in game two, and senior center fielder Natalie Suciu scored four times in the late contest. Junior right-hander Betsy Bonorden picked up the win in relief in game two, and first-year right-hander Kelsi Loewe pitched two scoreless innings of relief to pick up her first collegiate save.
Alison Organ, Brigitte Neumann, and Stewart each collected two hits in game one. 

TLU now has 12 days before its next doubleheader, a Feb. 25 home date with Trinity. Game time is set for noon at Morck Field.
