Museo Alameda – Over 40 TLU students and professors from various Spanish classes took a trip to downtown San Antonio to the Museo Alameda on Friday afternoon to tour its two exhibits. Located at 101 South Santa Rosa in the historic Alameda Theatre, the Museo Alameda was renovated and revitalized by public and private donations, including an alliance with the Smithsonian Institution, which designated the Museo Alameda as the first formal affiliate of the Smithsonian outside of Washington D.C. and gave birth to the Smithsonian's affiliations program.  

The students visited “Dichos: Words to Live, Love and Laugh By in Latin America” and “The African Presence in Mexico.” 
Truck and bus drivers in many parts of Mexico, Peru, Ecuador, and other Latin American countries take great delight in inscribing artistic dichos—a saying, proverb, or amusing phrase—on the bumpers and other surfaces of their vehicles as a way of conveying their personal feelings and worldviews to a broad audience.   “Dichos: Words to Live, Love and Laugh By in Latin America,” offers an engaging look at this folk art tradition through 46 color photographs and select miniature vehicles.  
“The African Presence in Mexico” highlighting the heritage emerging from the African population brought to Mexico, is the largest and most comprehensive project of its kind ever presented. Organized and curated by the National Museum of Mexican Art in Chicago. Through artwork, video presentations, poetry, and more, it examines a missing chapter in Mexican history: the African contribution to Mexican culture over the past five hundred years. 
Both exhibits run through next Sunday.  
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One of the tour guides from the Museo Alameda, a museum located in downtown San Antonio, gives the TLU group some instructions and some information about the current exhibits. This field trip contained over 40 students from various Modern Language classes.
