Women’s Week Activities – The TLU Center for Women’s Studies is sponsoring environment activist Diane Wilson, a 2009 National Women’s History Project Honoree and author of the book, “An Unreasonable Woman: A True Story of Shrimpers, Politicos, Polluters, and the Fight for Seadrift, Texas,” tonight at 7 p.m. in the Dunne Conference Center.  Wilson will  screen her documentary, entitled “Texas Gold: One Woman’s Fight in the Most Polluted Place in America,” which is about her struggle to save the Texas Gulf Coast from toxic chemical and plastics manufacturers.  A question and answer session will take place after the film.   .

The Women’s Week celebration will continue on Wednesday, March 18 with a panel of female professionals in the fields of finance, business, education, city planning, and media, who will gather to discuss their experiences in the workplace and the challenges they have faced as women in traditionally male-dominated fields. 
Panelists are Kathy Hughes, director of communications and former public relations and advertising director for a Fortune 500 oil company; Betty Ann Matthies, mayor of Seguin; Kristi Quiros, vice president and dean of student life and learning; and Melanie Thompson, associate professor of business administration and the first women to head the state association of certified public accountants. The panel discussion will begin at 7 p.m. in Dunne Conference Center.  Refreshments will be served.

Women’s Week will conclude on Thursday, March 19 with a lecture, “Making the Invisible, Visible: African American Women in Texas and Their Contributions to the Civil Rights Movement,” by Dr. Yvonne Frear, assistant professor of history at Sam Houston State University.  The lecture, sponsored by the program in African American Studies, the Center for Women’s Studies, the Department of History and Geography, and the Office of First Year and Campus Programs, will begin at 2:30 p.m. in the Dunne Conference Center.

Softball –Brigitte Neumann tossed the eighth no-hitter in Texas Lutheran softball history in game two of a doubleheader sweep Monday of Sul Ross State. At TLU’s Morck Field, TLU won 14-6 in game one and 11-0 in game two. Both games ended in the fifth inning because of the 8-run rule.

The two wins Monday gave TLU (8-6, 4-0 ASC West) a four-game series sweep of Sul Ross. The Bulldogs won the first two games of the series on Sunday by counts of 3-1 and 8-3.

Freshman right-hander Neumann improved to 2-3 with the victory. She recorded two of the Bulldogs’ four pitching wins against Sul Ross State in the series. The other two TLU pitching wins of the series went to freshman right-hander Kelsi Loewe, who was named the ASC West Division Pitcher of the Week on Monday. A day after striking out 13 in a 3-1 victory over the Lobos, Loewe struck out four, walked three and allowed two earned runs in the 14-6 victory Monday.

TLU hosts Benedictine in a 1 p.m. doubleheader on Thursday and hosts Dana in a 1 p.m. doubleheader on Friday.
