Fall 2009 registration information – For returning students:  As you consider fall course selection with your adviser in the next week or so, please be aware that ID 231, Global Perspectives, will be offered as an environmental topic for the first time in several years.

Dr. Scott Orr (political science) and Dr. Annette Citzler will teach "Environment, Politics, and Economics in the Developing World" with a focus on the interaction of political, economic, and environmental forces in developing nations.  The intent is to engage students in reflection, discussion, and writing about some of the environmentally troubled areas of the world and some of the issues at the intersection of these disciplines.  The course will use video, books, and popular press as well as academic journal articles as the basis for class discussions.  

Please be aware that ECON 233, Economics of Personal Finance, is NOT being offered in fall, but this ID 231 class will be offered for social science credit, so it will substitute in the social science dimension for ECON 233, as long as students only need a dimension credit for the degree plan.  In addition, because of the topic, this ID 231 course will meet a course requirement for the Minors in Environmental Science and Environmental Studies.
