The tour continues at St. Paul Lutheran Church in Mason at 5 p.m., Saturday, and concludes with the traditional Home Concert at 7:30 p.m., Tuesday, March 31, in the Chapel of the Abiding Presence.
There is no admission charge for the concerts, but a freewill offering will be taken at each performance.

“The students have been working hard to prepare music that spans from the Baroque era to American music of our time, including selections of world music that address cultural and social issues relevant to humanity,” Boyer said. “It’s important to me that students have the opportunity to investigate, study and perform the music from cultures around the world.  They learn not only about the music but about the issues inherent in the culture that prompted the creation of the music.”

  
Boyer explained that each year on tour, in addition to the public concerts, TLU choir members perform at nonprofit facilities.

“Outreach continues to be a big part of what the choirs do on tour.  Singing for patients at hospice facilities, in AIDS care facilities, in Alzheimer’s facilities and in homeless shelters are integral to serving humanity through musical study and performance,” he said.

Fuller posted wins at No. 2 singles and No. 2 doubles to help the Bulldogs to a team victory against Our Lady of the Lake University last Tuesday in San Antonio.

The TLU tennis team continues ASC West Division play this Saturday with a home contest against Howard Payne. The matches for the TLU women and men start at 10 a.m. at the TLU tennis courts.

Nokelby collected 10 hits in 15 at-bats in an ASC series sweep of Howard Payne on Friday and Saturday. Nokelby tripled, doubled and drove in six runs. He had two four-hit games, scored three runs and stole a base. He also registered his fifth outfield assist with a throw from right field to third base in a game Saturday. Nokelby lifted his season batting average to .419 and his on-base percentage to .513.
