Athletics

Baseball – A wild and windy day at TLU’s Katt-Isbel Field produced a doubleheader split Saturday between the Bulldogs and Mary Hardin-Baylor. TLU grabbed the early game 13-4, and UMHB scored the late game win 15-14.

The split gave TLU a 2-1 series victory over UMHB and kept the Bulldogs in first place in the American Southwest Conference West Division. TLU won the first game of the series, 6-4 on Friday afternoon. TLU moved its overall record to 19-11 and its ASC West mark to 8-4.

In game one, TLU’s freshman right-hander Brad Orosey continued his outstanding season with a complete-game, seven-hitter. Orosey struck out 10 and allowed three earned runs in moving his record to 6-1. 
Jeremy Macklin homered twice and drove in three runs for TLU in the win. Ryan Nokelby added three hits, included a homer, and had two RBI. Chris Green doubled twice and tripled and drove in three.

Softball – Hardin-Simmons recorded 11-4 and 6-1 victories Sunday in Abilene to complete a four-game series sweep of the Bulldogs. TLU looks to rebounds in conference play this Friday and Saturday with a pair of 1 p.m. doubleheaders against Concordia Texas at TLU’s Morck Field. 

Tennis – Howard Payne University posted women and men's tennis victories over TLU on Saturday in Seguin. TLU's only wins of the day came in men's singles. The Bulldogs won at No. 1 singles (Dante Cage), No. 3 singles (Jonathan Hartwell), and No. 5 singles (Jason Nave).

Track and Field – TLU posted 15 personal or season bests during competitions Friday at the Rice University Victor Lopez Bayou Classic and Saturday at the University of Texas-San Antonio Relays.

In Houston on Friday, TLU’s Tiffany Wetz set a new school record in the 10,000 meters with a time of 41 minutes, 18.99 seconds. Wetz finished second in the race.  Wetz’s performance was one of four personal bests at the Rice meet. Ravin McCallum and Amber Martinez ran times of 20:41.13 and 23:15.75 in the 5,000, and Brooke Basey posted a time of 13:15.14 in the 3,000-meter steeplechase.

At the UTSA Relays, Bulldog senior Staci Jackson won the 400 with a time of 56.80. Jackson was second in the 800 (2:17.69) and ran on the Bulldogs’ second-place 4x200 relay (1:44.22), third-place 4x100 relay (48.97), and fourth-place 4x400 relay (4:02.34). 

TLU scored well in the shot put and the discus. Janet Munoz was second in the discus with a toss of 112 feet, 4 inches, and she was third in the shot put with a throw of 10.87 meters. Jessica Chambers was third in the discus (110 feet, 0 inches) and fourth in the shot (10.73 meters).
