Conjunto singer and accordionist Santiago Jiménez Jr. will be at the Jackson Park Activity Center on Sunday, April 19, from 3-7 p.m.. Sponsored by the TLU Mexican American Studies Center, the concert is free and open to the public. 
TLU Professor Juan Rodriguez says, “Wear your dancing shoes and bring your own snacks and soft-drinks, but no alcoholic beverages are allowed.” 

Jiménez’s father made an early, significant contribution to conjunto music, and while his brother Flaco Jiménez mixed its sound with modern influences like jazz and country, Santiago has kept to a more traditional style. He has recorded many albums, and in 2000 he was awarded a National Heritage Fellowship Lifetime Honor from the National Endowment for the Arts.
Seeking El Premio Salinas nominations – El Premio Salinas is a $500 scholarship annually awarded to a TLU student in recognition of his or her unselfish promotion of cultural understanding and harmony. The award honors those students who have placed others before themselves, have involved themselves in socially worthy activities, and have served their community with respect and understanding. It honors students whose presence and work at TLU has exhibited their appreciation of racial, cultural, ethnic, gender, lifestyle, and age differences in the world around them. It is an award that does not require a specific grade point average and is open to all currently enrolled students. 

 

El Premio Salinas is named after the late TLU student Roberto Lee Salinas, who drowned in August 1972, the summer prior to his senior year. His friends established the unique award in 1973 as a way to ensure that Roberto’s life as a decent human being who held an extraordinarily accepting attitude toward all people and a willingness to serve others would be encouraged and forever remembered.

Athletics

Women’s Track and Field – TLU senior sprinter Staci Jackson has been named the American Southwest Conference Women's Track & Field Athlete of the Week for a fourth time this season. 

At last Thursday's Trinity University Alumni Classic in San Antonio, Jackson provisionally qualified for the 2009 NCAA Division III Outdoor Track & Field Championships by finishing sixth in the 100-meter dash with a season-best time of 12.29 seconds. Jackson also placed second in the 200 with a time of 25.47. She was the top finisher from Division III in the 100 and 200. 

Jackson ran the second leg on the Bulldogs’ third-place 4x100 team that clocked a time of 47.71. The relay time for TLU is a season-best mark. The time currently stands as the fourth-best time in NCAA Division III. TLU is the defending NCAA Divison III national champion in the 4x100 relay. Only Jackson returns from the 2008 squad. She is surrounded this season by three freshmen - Sahara Bragner, Shyra Walker and Devin Evans.
In addition to Jackson’s second-place finish in the 100 Thursday, the Bulldogs received top-three performances at Trinity from: Sarah Usry in the 100 hurdles, Jennifer Martinez  in the 400 hurdles, Ravin McCallum in the 3,000 steeplechase, Courtney Haskell in the high jump, Brooke Basey in the high jump, Janet Munoz in the shot put, Jessica Chambers in the discus, and Madilyn Caran in the javelin.

Usry won the 100 hurdles with a time of 15.90. Martinez took third in the same event with a time of 16.40. 

Miscellaneous

Seguin Earth Day and Barbecue Fundraiser – Local companies, organizations and the City of Seguin are preparing for a big Earth Day event on April 25 from 9 a.m.-4 p.m.. In addition to the typical downtown Trade Days setup, there will be over 20 environmental booths, hours of entertainment (including the TLU Jazz Band), and an afternoon kite festival at Hoermann Park on Vaughan Road (near TLU). 

To raise money for bigger Earth Day events in future years, barbecue plates will also be sold.
