TLU, Seguin HS bands to perform – TLU’s Symphonic Band and Wind Ensemble will be joined by the Seguin High School Wind Ensemble during a performance Friday, April 24, at Jackson Auditorium.  Admission is free and the concert will begin at 7:30 p.m.  

The Seguin High School Wind Ensemble, conducted by SHS Band Director Mark Buley,  will perform three selections: "His Honor" March by Henry Fillmore, two movements of Gustav Holst's "First Suite in E-Flat", and "Chorale and Shaker Dance" by John Zdechlik. 

Following Seguin High School, the TLU Symphonic Band will perform "The Jig is Up" by Daniel Kallman and "Purgatorio" and "Paradiso" from Robert W. Smith's "The Divine Comedy."  

The TLU Wind Ensemble, which recently toured in the Dallas / Fort Worth area, will perform Samuel Hazo's "In Flight," two movements from Philip Sparke's "Dance Movements," "Casey at the Bat" (narrated by Scot McDonald, TLU Jazz Band director and saxophone instructor), Claude T. Smith's "God of Our Fathers," and finally, "Niagara Falls," an exciting work by Michael Daugherty.  

The TLU Symphonic Band and the TLU Wind Ensemble are under the direction of Beth Bronk, assistant professor, TLU School of Music.

Texas Lutheran’s graduating seniors will be recognized at the concert, and there will be a post-concert performance by the TLU Drumline.

Women’s Golf – TLU’s Angela Aufderhaar finished second by four shots at the 2009 American Southwest Conference Championship Tournament, and the junior from Seguin came away with the conference’s Women’s Golf Sportsmanship Athlete of the Year honor. Aufderhaar won the sportsmanship honor after a vote of the conference’s women’s golf coaches.

TLU took fifth place in the team standings. The Bulldogs followed up Monday’s round of 364 with a 376 on Tuesday.

Aufderhaar posted rounds of 76 and 87 for a two-round total of 163; Carly Hansen was 21st, Meagen Fehlauer finished in 23rd, Andrea Fernandez came in 27th and Sarah Black finished in 28th.
The conference tournament marked the end of the season for the TLU women’s golf team.

Men’s Golf – The men’s golf team finished in sixth place at the 2009 ASC Men’s Golf Championship Tournament at Hurricane Creek Country Club. TLU’s final teams score was a 945.  TLU closed the tournament with its best round of the championships, a 311. The Bulldogs carded team totals of 313 and 321 in rounds one and two on Monday.

TLU freshman Chris Hyten moved up the leaderboard with a final round 73. Hyten finished in a tie for 14th after rounds of 78, 79 and 73. Cory Baker placed 27th, Andrew Long finished in 29th, Erik Peterson was 32nd and Jacob Mock ended the tournament in 38th.
The conference tournament marked the end of the 2009 season for the Bulldogs.
