Faculty and Staff Town Hall Meetings – As you know, TLU is in the midst of a comprehensive strategic planning process launched by the Board of Regents in May 2008. Six task forces - academics, student life, enrollment, marketing, fundraising, and facilities – met on Nov. 7, Jan. 16, and Mar. 27.  
The work of the Task Forces culminated with the making of several Significant Strategic Recommendations. These recommendations have been discussed by a committee comprised of representatives from the faculty and administration, and will be presented as a TLU's Strategic Plan to the Board of Regents for their approval on May 16. This plan will provide the blueprint to guide TLU for the next 5-10 years.

Nationally acclaimed composer and pianist Jake Heggie concludes his TLU artist in residency this evening with a special recital beginning at 7 p.m. in Ayers Recital Hall. He will perform his compositions along with outstanding guest artists – Jennifer Black, Rachel Fry, John Seesholtz, Laura Jenschke, and Karla Hamelin.  

Lyric soprano Black is a Houston native working with the Metropolitan and Santa Fe Operas. Soprano Fry, a graduate of TLU, teaches at Aurora University, is contracted with the Chicago Symphony Chorus, and is the alto soloist at the Chicago Temple (First United Methodist).  

Lyric-baritone Seesholtz is assistant professor of music at Oklahoma State University. Laurie Jenschke serves as professor of voice and general music at TLU and conducts the children’s choirs at Ambleside School in Fredericksburg.  

Canadian cellist Hamelin is an accomplished performer and pedagogue who is presently assistant professor of cello at TLU. She plays regularly with the San Antonio, Austin, Waco, Temple, and Mid-Texas symphony orchestras and the San Antonio Opera.
