¿Habla comunidad?  The Center for Servant Leadership is seeking a community organizer as one of five local AmeriCorps VISTA positions expected to begin in mid-July. The neighborhood adjacent to the TLU campus is marked by high numbers of households with children under 18 and senior citizens over 65, low educational attainment, language and citizenship barriers, and significant percentages of families living below poverty level. According to the US Census, 69.4% of the owner-occupied housing units were valued at less than $50,000—a telling indicator of the generational poverty within this neighborhood. Regardless of the statistics, there are abundant human resources in the form of concerned residents with potential for community leadership. This VISTA position will identify and develop indigenous leadership, as well as neighborhood-wide systems or structures for dealing with concerns, through the following activities:

· Creating and maintaining a map of neighborhood assets

· Organizing a neighborhood summit

· Gathering a task force to develop a clear sense of direction and priorities for cooperative action

· Conducting one-on-one meetings in order to listen to, inform and invite new people

· Potentially facilitating the participation of the TLU community in projects led by neighborhood residents

· Facilitating training and reflection opportunities for residents of the neighborhood

This position will receive training in community organizing as well as ongoing mentoring by experienced community organizers. Applicants should be fully bilingual (Spanish and English).

A domestic version of the better-known Peace Corps, VISTAs (Volunteers In Service To America) serve renewable one-year terms and receive a monthly living allowance of $833 as well as health coverage. One of the main perks of VISTA is that it entitles students to place educational loans into forbearance, and at the end of the service year, receive a $4,725 education award that can be applied to past or future educational expenses. While in service, VISTA members cannot accept any outside employment or be full-time students.

Baseball - The baseball team made the 10-hour bus trip Thursday to Clinton, Miss., for Friday’s opening game at the championship round of the American Southwest Conference Championship Tournament. TLU, the ASC West Division champion and ASC West No. 1 seed, faces the University of Texas at Tyler, the ASC East No. 2 seed, at 3 p.m. Friday at Mississippi College’s Frierson Field.

TLU is the only ASC West team to advance to the double-elimination championship round. In the other game Friday, host Mississippi College plays the University of Texas at Dallas at 7 p.m., also at Frierson Field.

Seguin radio station KWED 1580 AM will have live broadcasts of all TLU baseball playoff games from the conference tournament. KWED also will stream the broadcasts online from www.seguintoday.com.
