 Football – The TLU Bulldogs hit Kieffer Practice Field for first day - Tuesday afternoon the Texas Lutheran Bulldogs hit the George Kieffer Football Practice Field for the first time in the 2009 preseason, and Head Coach Dennis Parker liked what he saw from the Bulldogs on day one.

"It was the best first day we've had since I've been here," said Parker, now in his third year with the TLU football program. "Everybody showed up. Everybody's healthy. And 90 percent of the players passed the conditioning test. The kids are excited, and we're excited to have them. We have great kids."

Tuesday's first day of practice featured all of the upper-classmen and a portion of the first-year class. The Bulldogs' full complement of first-year players will report on Friday.

When the entire team hits the field on Friday, the Bulldog coaching staff expects around 130 players will be on the preseason roster.

Senior running back Anthony Smith (Bay City/Bay City), TLU's leading rusher for the past two seasons, said the team was ready for the first day of practices to arrive.

"It felt really good to be out there," said Smith, who two years ago was fifth in the NCAA Division III in all-purpose yardage.

Smith and the Bulldogs are the sixth pick in the 2009 American Southwest Conference Preseason Football Poll. The Bulldogs return 17 starters (seven on offense, seven on defense, and three on special teams) from a 2008 squad that went 4-6 overall and 3-5 in the ASC.

The Bulldogs finished sixth in the nine-team ASC a year ago. TLU was the sixth pick in the 2008 ASC Preseason Football Poll.

TLU has 38 lettermen returning for 2009. Of those 38 lettermen, 19 lettermen return on defense, and 16 lettermen return on offense. Three starting special-teamers also will be back on the team.
