Be a Flu Fighter!  TLU wants you to stay healthy this year and avoid the outbreak of the H1N1 Flu Virus (formerly known as swine flu) that is sweeping the globe. Men's soccer – The Bulldogs are picked to make a return trip to the American Southwest Conference Championship Tournament after placing sixth in the 2009 ASC Men's Soccer Preseason Poll. The poll was released after a vote of the league's head coaches and sports information directors. The top six teams in the final regular season standings advance to the 2009 ASC Championship Tournament.

The 2009 Bulldogs return 15 letter winners and six starters from last season's conference tournament squad. 

Women’s soccer – TLU is the sixth pick in the 2009 ASC Women's Soccer Preseason Poll after a vote of the league’s head coaches and sports information directors. The top six teams in the conference's regular season standings advance to the 2009 ASC Championship Tournament, to be hosted by the regular-season champion. If the preseason poll predicts the future, TLU would enter the tournament as the sixth and final seed.

The Bulldogs return eight starters and 10 total letter winners for 2009. TLU starts the 2009 season on Tuesday with an 8 p.m. road contest in San Antonio against Trinity University.
