Volleyball – TLU opened its 2009 season in convincing fashion Friday afternoon with a 25-18, 25-14, 25-18 win over Chapman University (Calif.) and pushed 2008 NCAA Division III runner-up La Verne, the current No.-3 ranked team in the nation in DIII, to five games Saturday at the Pacific Coast Classic.

La Verne rallied from two games down to defeat TLU 23-25, 20-25, 25-18, 25-14, 15-13.

Senior middle blocker Jamie Jahns led TLU with 13 kills in the loss. Junior outside hitter Sarah Black and freshman outside hitter Jordan Record added 12 and 11 kills, respectively.

Amanda Curry delivered 49 assists against La Verne, and Blair O’Brien recorded 64 digs and three aces. Eden Denney added two block solos and one block assist.

The Bulldogs won three out of four matches at the Pacific Coast Classic, held Friday and Saturday. The tournament was hosted by Pomona-Pitzer Colleges.

TLU returns home to Seguin for Wednesday’s home match with 2008 DIII regional finalist Southwestern University. Match time at TLU’s Tostengard Activity Center is set for 7 p.m.

Men’s soccer – The Bulldogs lost close matches this weekend to San Antonio teams Trinity and Our Lady of the Lake. Fifth-ranked Trinity needed a goal in the 66th minute to edge the TLU 1-0 Friday afternoon at Southwestern University. TLU keeper Trey Tesno had four saves.
On Saturday, the Bulldogs allowed two second-half goals in a 3-2 non-conference loss to OLLU. Sunday afternoon at TLU’s Gustafson Field, the Bulldogs rallied from a 1-0 deficit to take a 2-1 lead with goals in the 52nd minute by Taylor Forseth and Morgan Parker. The goals were scored 14 seconds between each other.

The Bulldogs do not play again for nearly two weeks. Their next match is the American Southwest Conference opener against Mary Hardin-Baylor at TLU’s Gustafson Field.  

Women’s soccer – Dani Matthews headed home a cross from Kristin Meloni in the second half to lift the Texas Lutheran women’s soccer team to a 1-0 non-conference win over Our Lady of the Lake University.

Sunday at TLU’s Gustafson Field, the Bulldogs posted the win in their home-opener. TLU improved to 1-1 overall.

Matthews’ goal was scored at the 55:09 mark. The header came off a perfectly placed cross from Meloni, who delivered the pass from the right side of the goal. TLU had 10 saves from senior keeper Marlena Ashby.
TLU continues its non-conference schedule with a Tuesday road match against Southwestern University. Match time in Georgetown is set for 4 p.m.
