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Athletics

Football –Third-ranked Mary Hardin-Baylor rolled up 614 yards of total offense and moved its American Southwest Conference win streak to 30 games with a 59-7 victory Saturday night over Texas Lutheran.

TLU’s lone score came on the final play of the game when Jonathon Randle grabbed a 43-yard TD pass from Jarret Buchholtz to get the Bulldogs on the board.

TLU hits the road next week for a conference road game at East Texas Baptist. Game time in Marshall, Texas is set for 7 p.m.

Volleyball – TLU added two more to its win column this weekend, defeating McMurry University on Friday and Sul Ross on Saturday.  The Bulldogs are now 3-0 in the ASC West Division.  
Friday evening at TLU’s Tostengard Activity Center, the Bulldogs came from behind in games two and three to clinch the conference win. TLU received 13 kills from Jamie Jahns, 12 from Jessica Stetler, and 10 from Sarah Black.   

 On Saturday, TLU eased to a 25-16, 25-13, 25-15 conference victory over Sul Ross State at TLU’s Tostengard Activity Center.

Eden Denney led the Bulldogs with eight kills and posted an attack percentage of .636 (8 kills, 1 error, 11 attempts). Jordan Record and Jahns each hit over .700 in the match. Record, a true freshman, had seven kills and no errors in nine attempts. Jahns, a senior, had six kills in eight attempts without an error.

Courtney Johnson, the true freshman from Cedar Park, came off the bench for TLU and led the team in assists, with 23. She also served six aces.

 The Bulldogs hit the road Tuesday for a conference match at Concordia Texas in Austin. Match time is set for 6 p.m.

Women’s Soccer –TLU dropped their ASC opener to Mary Hardin-Baylor 2-1 Friday. TLU’s lone goal came from Sunny Valencia assisted by Kritin Meloni.

On Saturday, the Bulldogs forged a 1-1 tie with Howard Payne in conference action.  Meloni’s penalty kick in the 54th minute equaled the match at 1-1.

Men’s Soccer – Howard Payne defeated the Bulldogs 1-0 on Saturday at Gustafson Field.
The Bulldogs’ next match, another ASC contest, is set for 4 p.m. Friday. The Bulldogs host Schreiner at TLU’s Gustafson Field.
