The Biology and Chemistry Departments will have a joint seminar this Friday, Oct. 2 at 2 p.m. in the Moody Science Auditorium (MS 101).  The guest speaker will be Dr. Elizabeth Cosgriff-Hernandez from Texas A&M University, Department of Biomedical Engineering.  Her presentation is titled "From Jello and Spandex to Contacts and Heart Valves."

Dr. Cosgriff-Hernandez received her B.S. in Biomedical Engineering and Ph.D. in Macromolecular Science and Engineering from Case Western Reserve University in Cleveland, Ohio. She was also awarded the UT-TORCH Postdoctoral Fellowship and conducted bone tissue engineering research at Rice University. 

Her current research interests include biomaterial synthesis, structure-property relationships, cell-material interactions, musculoskeletal tissue engineering and biodegradation characterization. Specifically, novel block copolymer systems are under investigation as polymeric scaffolds for tendon and ligament tissue engineering. Complementary experiments that generate quantitative models of tissue remodeling will be used to improve the design of new biomaterials and guide tissue regeneration strategies.
