Band concert tonight – Don’t miss “Fusion” at 7:30 p.m. tonight (Friday) in Jackson Auditorium.   Conducted by TLU Prof. Beth Bronk, the bands’ opening concert is free and open to the public.

The Symphonic Band will present Lola Flores by Alfred Sadel and Terig Tucci. Argentinean composer Tucci captures the imagination of international audiences in the popular style of the Paso Doble, known in Spanish-speaking countries as the "double-step." Filled with color and pageantry, Lola Flores begins with the traditional fanfare and call to the bullring.

Other numbers presented by the Symphonic Band will be composer Samuel Hazo's " Perthshire Majesty," written as a Scottish ballad for wind band, and Billy Joel's "Air (Dublinesque) that features piano and mallet percussion.

The Wind Ensemble will perform Candide Overture by Leonard Bernstein. Candide was Bernstein's third Broadway musical and was adapted from Voltaire's satire on blind optimism about "the best of all possible worlds."  The Overture is a flashy demonstration of both technique and soaring melodies.

The Wind Ensemble will also perform The Damnation of Faust by Hector Berlioz; Shelley Hanson’s Seis Manuel from Islas y Montanas, which is a traditional song and dance form of the Jibaro people, the peasant farmers of the mountains of Puerto Rico; and John Mackey’s Strange Humours that represents a merging of modal melodies and syncopated rhythms of middle Eastern music, represented by the opening English horn and saxophone features that meld with the percussive accompaniment of African djembe drumming.
