New Policy on SAC Rental – Due to the increasing usage of the Student Activity Center by both on and off-campus groups, some changes have been adopted for the usage of this facility. Effective Oct. 1, 2009, the policy for the use of the Student Activity Center (SAC)/Jackson Park is as follows:

· The SAC and Jackson Park will be rented as a unit. Jackson Park will no longer be available for use alone.

· TLU student organizations and departments may continue to use the facility free of charge for TLU approved activities.

· Faculty and staff may rent the facility for personal or immediate family events for $300 (plus $25 per officer/per hour security fee if needed) Employees renting the facility must be present the duration of the event.

· The facility is available for rent to outside groups after Oct. 1 of the current school year for a fee of $750 (plus $25 per officer/per hour security fee if needed).

· The facility is available for rent to outside non-profit groups after Oct. 1 of the current school year for a fee of $650 (plus $25 per officer/per hour security fee if needed).

· TLU faculty and staff may no longer reserve the facility for outside groups in order for the group to receive the $300 rate.

· Alumni and President’s Associates members will receive a 20% discount off the regular rate for personal or immediate family events.
