“Hub Mandala,” by Virginia Fleck will be part of her exhibit, “Meditation Station: Your Zen Zone,” opening Thursday at the Annetta Kraushaar Gallery of the Schuech Fine Arts Center.  The opening reception will be Thursday, Oct. 22, 3:30-7 p.m. with the artist speaking at 4 p.m.  Read the story below.
Author and performer Giselle Stern Hernández will bring her solo show, “The Deportee’s Wife,” to TLU’s Chapel of the Abiding Presence this evening at 8 p.m.  In her performance, Hernández marriage is laid out on the front lines of the North American immigration debate.  Her husband Roberto was deported from Chicago back to Mexico in April of 2001.  Hernández moved to Mexico to live with him in August of that same year.  While she was born and raised in New York, and they were legally married, it didn't make any difference.  Her husband was deported, with the order to stay out of the U.S. for 20 years.  In “The Deportee’s Wife,” Hernández takes the audience through her journey to face hard truths about how race, class, white U.S. privilege and gender intersect within the structures of a badly broken immigration system. The performance is sponsored by the Honors Program, Alpha Chi and Campus Ministry.  
Dr. Angie Sauer, associate professor of history, will be leading a forum on the subject of immigration immediately preceding Giselle's presentation.  Dr. Sauer's talk will be held at 7 p.m. in Langner 128.

The Visual Arts Department presents an exhibition by Austin artist Virginia Fleck. The exhibit, “Meditation Station:  Your Zen Zone,” will be at the Annetta Kraushaar Gallery of the Schuech Fine Arts Center, Oct. 22-Dec. 2.  The opening reception will be Thursday, Oct. 22, 3:30-7 p.m. with the artist speaking at 4 p.m.

Born in New York City, Fleck began making artwork in childhood and eventually studied at Portland School of Art and The School of the Museum of Fine Arts in Boston. In 1990, she moved to Austin where she continues her work as a visual artist.  

Fleck’s work is often a mandala, a universal, non-religious tool for meditation typically composed of highly decorative, symmetrical patterns. While a mandala is not sacred per se, they do appear, in some form, in almost every religion or spiritual practice. 

“My choice of media, plastic bags, imbues my seemingly irreverent mandalas with a contemporary narrative that allows me to analyze the activity of consumerism as a spiritual encounter,” Fleck said.

Her mandalas are intricately crafted, large scaled works that reference painting, but are created by collaging pieces of debris from a consumerist society. The resulting works, each crafted from thousands of pieces of used plastic bags imprinted with familiar logos and slogans can be both humorous and unnerving. 

“Thanks in part to electronic media and social networking sites we are continually monitored, manipulated and seduced by marketing campaigns that appeal to our conceits as consumers. The imagery on each plastic bag is designed by advertisers to cause instant association with worldly acquisitions,” she said.

Women’s Soccer  - Senior goalkeeper Marlena Ashby has been named the American Southwest Conference Co-Defensive Player of the Week.

Ashby recorded a double-overtime shutout against Texas-Dallas and a combined shutout of the University of the Ozarks in action last week. TLU went 1-0-1 on the two-game road trip. Ashby made seven saves over the two matches. Six of the saves came against Texas-Dallas. Ashby played all 110 minutes of the double-overtime 0-0 tie with Texas-Dallas. Ashby had a save in each of the two overtime periods against Texas-Dallas.  In all, Ashby played 187 minutes and 18 seconds in front of the net without allowing a goal.
