Chemistry Seminar – Dr. Michael Heinekey, professor at the University of Washington, will be the Chemistry Seminar guest speaker this Friday, Oct. 30 at 2 p.m. in Moody Science 303.  Dr. Heinekey will present "Coordination Chemistry of Dihydrogen:  Activation and Storage Applications."  The TLU Community is welcome to attend.

 Dr.Heinekey is a member of the NSF-funded Center for Enabling New Technologies in Catalysis (CENTC), which draws together a group of investigators conducting research aimed toward the development of new catalytic systems.  Research in the Heinekey group is focused on various aspects of transition metal organometallic chemistry. Major areas of investigation include synthetic, structural and mechanistic problems. A wide variety of analytical methods are employed in these investigations, with an emphasis on multinuclear NMR and x-ray crystallography.

The study of transition metal hydride complexes is an area of broad interest to organometallic chemists. The practical impetus for this work stems from the importance of such complexes in many catalytic processes used by the chemical industry. A great variety of structural types and reactivity patterns are exhibited by metal hydride complexes, and complete elucidation of the structure and dynamics of these fascinating molecules is a challenging problem.

Volleyball – Playing in her final collegiate match on Susan Duke Court in Tostengard Activity Center, Texas Lutheran senior middle blocker Jamie Jahns produced the third-best, single-match attack percentage in school history.

Jahns recorded 16 kills in 23 attempts without an error as the Bulldogs rolled past Concordia Texas on Tuesday evening 25-18, 25-16, 25-17.

Senior setter Amanda Curry, also playing in her final home match at TLU, delivered 34 assists and a match-best 16 digs for the Bulldogs. Junior outside hitter Jessica Stetler added 11 kills and five digs.

Jahns also led TLU in blocking, with two solos and a block assist. Brooke Basey contributed two aces and 12 digs.

Tuesday’s win clinched at least a runner-up finish for the Bulldogs (18-8, 14-4 ASC) in the American Southwest Conference West Division. Concordia Texas dropped to 8-18 overall and to 6-11 in the ASC.
