Chemistry & Biology Seminar – Dr. Ghezai Musie, associate professor of chemistry at the University of Texas at San Antonio, will be the guest speaker this Friday, Nov. 6 at 2 p.m. in Moody Science 101, hosted by the departments of chemistry and biology.  Dr. Musie will present "Towards Modeling the Active Site of Xylose/Glucose Isomerases."  Everyone is invited to attend.
Musie holds a B.S. from Asmara University, Asmara; M.S. from Sam Houston State University, Huntsville; and a Ph.D. from Texas A&M in College Station. He did post-doc studies at the University of Kansas.
At UTSA, his research group is interested in general coordination chemistry of unusual lignads and metal oxidation states as well as in bioinorganic chemistry. His research activity includes synthesizing and characterizing modles of the active sites of enzymes that contain transition metal ions such as zinc(II), copper(II), nickel(II) and cobalt(II). Specifically, the research involves syntheses of bimetallic complexes with biologically relevant designed ligands that mimic various metalloenzymes in their structural and functional aspects. The long range plan is to synthesize active catalyst and contribute to the elucidation of the reaction mechanism(s) occurring in the transformation of substrates at the active sites of the enzyme.
