The Fall of the Berlin Wall – Dr. William Russell, scholar in residence, will present a public lecture to commemorate the 20th anniversary of the reunification of Germany.  The lecture, “The Church’s Role in Building and Bulldozing the Berlin Wall,” will be presented at 7 p.m. on Monday, Nov. 9, in the Timmerman Room of Hein Dining Hall. A reception will follow.

Russell, who worked and traveled in eastern Germany, both before and after reunification, will place the extraordinary events of Nov. 9, 1989 in the context of the complex relationship between church and state in western culture. With special reference to the role of Martin Luther and Lutheranism in the rise and fall of Nazism and Communism, Russell will glean lessons for how religious and political institutions might engage one another in the present.

A post-lecture roundtable, featuring representatives of unique perspectives, will discuss issues of religion and government, walls and borders, oppression and liberation. Taking part in the round table discussion will be faculty members and a student with unique understanding of other countries.  They are Dr. David Baer, Hungary; Prof. Juan Rodriguez, Mexico; Dr. Carolyn Schneider, Palestine, and TLU senior Getoar Mjeku, Kosovo.

Volleyball – TLU senior middle blocker Jamie Jahns has been named the American Southwest Conference West Division Offensive Player of the Week. Jahns hit .439 with 43 kills over nine games to lead the Bulldogs to a 2-1 week. Jahns also added 5.5 blocks, one service ace and one dig.

Against Concordia Texas last Tuesday, Jahns hit .696 with 16 kills in 23 attempts without an error. Her kills total without an error tied a school record, and her hitting percentage mark was the third-best for a match in school history.

The ASC also recognized Texas Lutheran liberto Blair O’Brien’s defensive performance last week as she averaged 5.4 digs per set over nine matches
