20th Anniversary of the Fall – Dr. William Russell, scholar in residence, will commemorate the 20th anniversary of the fall of the Berlin Wall and the reunification of Germany tonight at 7 p.m. in Hein’s Timmerman Room.  Russell, who worked and traveled in eastern Germany, both before and after reunification, will place the extraordinary events of Nov. 9, 1989 in the context of the complex relationship between church and state in western culture. The lecture, “The Church’s Role in Building and Bulldozing the Berlin Wall,” will include the role of Martin Luther and Lutheranism in the rise and fall of Nazism and Communism.

A post-lecture roundtable, featuring representatives of unique perspectives, will discuss issues of religion and government, walls and borders, oppression and liberation. Taking part in the round table discussion will be faculty members and a student with unique understanding of other countries.  They are Dr. David Baer, Hungary; Prof. Juan Rodriguez, Mexico; Dr. Carolyn Schneider, Palestine, and TLU senior Getoar Mjeku, Kosovo. Refreshments will follow

Athletics

Volleyball – TLU’s volleyball team fell in the American Southwest Conference Championship Tournament semifinal Friday evening to nationally-ranked and still undefeated University of Texas at Dallas. At the UTD Activity Center, the Comets (24-0) downed the Bulldogs 25-19, 25-18, 25-18 to advance to the ASC Championship match at 2 p.m. Saturday. 

TLU ends its season with an overall record of 20-10.

TLU received 10 kills from junior outside hitter Jessica Stetler and nine kills from Sarah Black. Bulldog setter Amanda Curry recorded 22 assists and a team-best 19 digs.

TLU advanced to the ASC semifinal with a Friday afternoon win over Mississippi College with a three-game win Friday afternoon over Mississippi College, 25-23, 25-7, 34-32.  Stetler led TLU with 17 kills and Blair O’Brien led all players with 30 digs and three aces. Jamie Jahns added 14 kills and five digs. Black contributed 11 kills and six digs.

Football - Louisiana College spoils Texas Lutheran Homecoming with 42-3 victory over the Bulldogs Saturday at Seguin’s Matador Stadium.  TLU dropped to 0-9 overall and to 0-7 in the conference.  
TLU’s lone score of the day came on freshman Allen Cain’s 31-yard field goal in the first quarter.

The Bulldogs managed only 189 yards of total offense against the LC defense. TLU quarterbacks were 7-for-25 with two interceptions.

Junior running back Ralph Valdez led TLU in rushing with six carries for 58 yards. His run of 41 yards in the first quarter set up the TLU field goal.

Sophomore linebacker Trey Parma led the Bulldogs in tackles with 11 (six solos, five assists). He had the lone TLU interception. TLU freshman defensive end Chris Kyle added two more sacks on Saturday. Kyle entered the game as the ASC leader in sacks. 

The Bulldogs end their 2009 season next Saturday in Clinton, Miss., with a 1 p.m. game against Mississippi College. TLU will be playing to avoid the first 0-10 season in school history.
