GM chair to speak at TLU tonight – In his first public address in Texas since taking over as chairman of General Motors, Ed Whitacre will speak on the American automobile industry and the global economy tonight at 7:30 p.m. in Jackson Auditorium.  A new 2010 Camaro will be the other guest of honor on campus, and it will be parked in front of Jackson this evening. Whitacre’s speech is free and open to the public, and the doors will open at 6:30 p.m. 

The chairman emeritus of AT&T, Whitacre served the university as Executive Professor of Business-In-Residence after his retirement.  His tenure as chair of GM began July 10 of this year.
