Band concert – The TLU Symphonic Band and Wind Ensemble will present a concert, “Beautiful River,” Nov. 13 at 7:30 p.m. at Jackson Auditorium.  The bands will be conducted by Beth Bronk, assistant professor, TLU School of Music.

The concert is based on the premier of an arrangement by Carol Chambers, instructor of music at TLU, who arranged the piece, “Beautiful River” (Shall We Gather at the River) by Reverend Robert Lowry, in memory of TLU professor Linda Clark, who died in an automobile accident earlier this year.

The TLU Symphonic Band will open the program with “Songs of Old Kentucky” by Brant Karrick; “Fandango for Mallet Percussion and Band” by C. Oscar Stover, arranged by Andy Clark and featuring student soloists Janee Jackson and Collin Dowdy; and “Undertow” by John Mackey. 

The TLU Wind Ensemble will perform Chambers’ arrangement of “Beautiful River” and perform “Fanfare by Patrol” by Carl Strommen.

The performance is free and open to the public. Boxes in the lobby will collect donations of canned and dry foods for Seguin’s Christian Cupboard.

Research in the Chambliss group represents balanced interest in pure and applied analytical chemistry.  All projects are broadly focused in the area of chemical separations and analysis.  The primary objective of research in our laboratory is the development of novel analytical tools that inform scientific questions of industrial and environmental significance.  Current projects are focused on: 1) improved fundamental understanding of enzymatic and microbial inhibition in biomass-to-biofuel conversion processes, (2) occurrence, fate, and transport of emerging environmental contaminants, and (3) a biologically-inspired electrochemical sensing strategy for electroinactive ions in aqueous solution.
Athletics

Volleyball – TLU middle blocker Jamie Jahns and outside hitter Jessica Stetler each were named to the 2009 American Southwest Conference All-Conference Team. Jahns and Stetler are repeat honorees on the All-ASC Team. For Jahns, 2009 is the third consecutive year that she has appeared on the All-ASC squad.

Jahns, a senior from Spring, recorded 349 kills and averaged 3.20 kills per game. She hit .266 with 22 service aces and a team-best 70 blocks.

Stetler, a junior from San Antonio, led the team in kills (351) and in kills per game (3.44), She served 27 aces and recorded 356 digs. Stetler was a 2008 American Volleyball Coaches Association Honorable Mention All-American.

In addition to the All-ASC selections, Stetler and Jahns were named to the ASC West Division First Team.

Senior setter Amanda Curry and junior outside hitter Sarah Black claimed spots on the ASC West Division Second Team.

Curry registered 921 assists, an average of 8.94 per game, and she delivered 100 kills, 23 aces, and 253 digs. Black was third on the team in kills (242) and kills per game (2.35). She added 25 blocks and 131 digs.
