Women’s Soccer - Texas Lutheran goalkeeper Marlena Ashby was named to the American Southwest Conference Women's Soccer All-ASC First Team as announced by the conference office after a vote of the league's 14 head coaches.

Ashby, a senior from Marble Falls, was joined on the All-ASC teams by sophomore defender Rachel Schafer, sophomore forward Kaysie Boomhower, and senior midfielder Kristin Meloni .

Ashby, a four-year letterwinner and three-year starter, allowed only 1.2 goals per match and recorded 93 saves. She posted one full shutout and combined with Kim Myhre on five other shutouts. Ashby also saw time at forward and scored two goals and registered an assist.

TLU, coached by Mike Alderson, ended the year with a 6-7-3 overall record. The Bulldogs were 4-5-3 in the ASC and finished eighth in the 14-team league.

All Academic Team – Sophomore forward Kaysie Boomhower has been voted onto the ESPN The Magazine Academic All-District 6 First Team for Women’s Soccer. She now is eligible for Academic All-America honors in the college division.

The college division of the Academic All-America program includes colleges and universities from NCAA Division II, NCAA Division III and NAIA. The university division includes NCAA Division I schools. 

Only First Team Academic All-District selections advance to the national ballot for a chance to be selected as Academic All-Americans.District 6 of the college division has colleges and universities from Texas, Oklahoma, Mississippi, Arkansas, New Mexico and Louisiana. 

Boomhower is a communications studies major, and she holds a 3.9 grade point average. She was TLU’s leading scorer during the 2009 season. She scored eight goals and registered three assists for a total of 19 points. She had two game-winning goals and produced 68 shots and 38 shots on goal.
