Athletics
Men’s basketball – TLU dropped a close 66-62 American Southwest Conference game Saturday to Louisiana College.  TLU dropped to 2-3 overall and to 0-2 in the ASC.

LC won despite a productive afternoon from TLU sophomore forward Isaac Williams who led all scorers with 25 points and collected a team-best 10 rebounds. Williams was 10-for-20 from the field and 5-for-7 from the free throw line. Outside of Williams’s 5-for-7 performance at the free throw line, the Bulldogs were 7-for-18 at the charity stripe. No other Bulldog scored in double figures.  
TLU continued conference play tonight with a home contest against Mississippi College. Game time in Memorial Gymnasium is set for 7:30 p.m.

Women’s basketball – TLU erased an eight-point second-half deficit and posted a 73-69 American Southwest Conference victory over Louisiana College Saturday afternoon at TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium. TLU trailed 36-33 at the half and 52-44 with 12:49 to play in the game. After two free throws to put the Wildcats up by eight, the TLU comeback began with a 7-0 run over the next 1:43.

TLU freshman post Jessica Morrison started the run with a lay-up, and freshman wing Leigh Lundy made it four consecutive points with two free throws. Sophomore wing Pearl Kafoa capped the run with a three.

After a lay-up by Voneshia Williams put LC ahead again by three, Kafoa tied the game for the first time in the second half with her second consecutive three.

TLU took its first lead of the second half at the 9:34 mark on a lay-up by sophomore point guard Amy Doyle.

The team traded the lead nine times over the final nine minutes.

TLU grabbed its first two-point lead of the second half on a three-pointer by point guard Jocelyn Langford. For Langford, the three was her only field goal of the game.

TLU did not make a field goal after Langford’s three, which came with 4:21 to play, but scored its final eight points all on free throws. TLU made eight of its final 10 free throw attempts. Kimberly Hagan made four free throws in the final 50 seconds to seal the victory. The Bulldogs were a combined 20 for 25 from the free throw line against the Wildcats.
Hagan and Tamisha Timpson led TLU in scoring. Each sophomore scored 14 points.

Morrison paced the Bulldogs in rebounding with nine. All nine boards came on the defensive end. Candace Mitchell added eight rebounds.

TLU improved to 2-3 overall and to 1-1 in the American Southwest Conference with the victory. The Bulldogs have won two in a row. The Bulldogs continue ASC play today with a 5:30 p.m. home game against Mississippi College.
