Women’s Basketball – TLU erased a 12-point second-half deficit and survived a double-overtime thriller to defeat Mississippi College 98-89 Monday at TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium.

TLU won for the third straight game and knocked off an unbeaten team for the second consecutive game. The Bulldogs improved to 3-3 overall and to 2-1 in the American Southwest Conference.

The Bulldogs put five players into double-figures with sophomore forward Tamisha Timpson leading the way with 19 points, nine rebounds, six assists, and five steals.

Bulldog sophomore Kimberly Hagan chipped in 15 points and four rebounds, and Amy Doyle added 13 points, 10 assists, four rebounds, and four steals.

TLU sophomore Pearl Kafoa hit three three-pointers and scored 14, and freshman post Jessica Morrison came off the bench to score 10 points and grab six rebounds.

The Bulldogs trailed by 12 with 18 minutes to play and by 10 with 12 minutes remaining in regulation.

Junior guard Courtney Goodman and sophomore post Rebecca Valdez sparked the TLU rally in the second half. Goodman came off the bench and hit her first shot, a three-pointer, and then connected on two free throws.

Valdez tied the game at 61 with a three-point play and then gave TLU its first second-half lead with a lay-up. Valdez finished the game with seven points, five rebounds, a block and two steals.

TLU increased the lead to seven on a Hagan three-pointer with 3:54 to play.

The Choctaws responded in the closing minutes of regulation with jumpers from Jalessa Taylor and Elizabeth Brooks. Randa Lee made one of two free throws with two seconds remaining in the second half to force overtime. Timpson missed a last-second three as the buzzer sounded.

In the first overtime, Kafoa made one of three free throws with six second to play to force the second overtime.

In the second extra session, TLU out-scored MC 16-7. Kafoa nailed another three to put the Bulldogs up six with 1:24 on the clock.

TLU connected on six of its final eight free throw attempts to complete the win.

The Bulldogs have a little bit of a break before departing for East Texas to play East Texas Baptist on Saturday (1 p.m.) and LeTourneau on Monday (5:30 p.m.).

Men’s Basketball – A 17-4 run at the start of the second-half spurred the Mississippi College Choctaws to a 79-66 conference victory Monday over TLU at Memorial Gymnasium last night.   
TLU received 17 points and 10 rebounds from Isaac Williams but dropped to 2-4 and to 0-3 in the ASC.

Brad Howard scored 13 and grabbed nine rebounds for the Bulldogs. He added three steals and two assists. Malcolm Dotson recorded 13 points, four assists and three steals.

The Bulldogs now head east to play East Texas Baptist on Saturday (3 p.m.) and LeTourneau on Monday (7:30 p.m.).
